2. Teachers are welcome to submit an entry from each child in your class or may choose to submit a piece of work that the whole class has worked on together. Please note however, that we will choose an individual piece of art as the winner and not a group of works.
3. Each drawing or painting should be inspired by the work of LS Lowry.

4. The maximum size for entries is A3 (29cm x 42cm). Unfortunately we cannot accept digital copies of work.
5. You will only be notified if your pupil is selected as a termlywinner.
6. The Lowry will be unable to return or keep entries. However, teachers are welcome to arrange collection of work personally providing this is within one month and is clearly requested when submitted.
7. By entering in to the competition you agree for the entry to be displayed and used in any associated publicity by The Lowry.

8. The winner agrees to attend The Lowry (by arrangement) in order to receive their prize and take part in any associated publicity.
